Special Town Meeting
October 20, 2009

Minutes
Special Town Meeting was called to order at 7:07 PM by moderator, Gary Gruber who deemed a quorum present.

Article One:  To see if the Town will vote to raise by borrowing or transferring from available funds, or otherwise, and appropriate, a sum not to exceed $5000.00, for the costs of consulting services and audits, plans, documents, cost estimates, bidding services and related expenses incidental thereto of making energy and similar improvements to town owned buildings, said sum to be expended by and under the direction of the Select Board and to apply for a grant or grants, to be used to defray the cost of all, or any part of, said energy and similar improvements; and to authorize the Select Board to enter into any and all contracts and agreements as may be necessary to carry out the purposes of this Article, or take any other action with respect thereto.

Motion: (Peter d’Errico) I move that the town vote to transfer from stabilization a sum not to exceed $5000.00, for the costs of consulting services and audits, plans, documents, cost estimates, bidding services and related expenses incidental thereto of making energy and similar improvements to town owned buildings, said sum to be expended by and under the direction of the Select Board and to apply for a grant or grants, to be used to defray the cost of all, or any part of, said energy and similar improvements; and to authorize the Select Board to enter into any and all contracts and agreements as may be necessary to carry out the purposes of this Article.

Seconded.

Peter answered questions.

Carries unanimously.

Article Two:  To see if the Town will vote to raise by borrowing or transferring from available funds, or otherwise, and appropriate, the sum of $33,000.00, in addition to the $10,000 appropriated in Article 8 of the Annual Town Meeting of April 25, 2009 (for a total of $43,000) to pay for a solution to the water quality problems at 7 Cushman Road, or take any action relative thereto.

Motion: (Rich Brazeau) I move the Town vote to transfer from stabilization the sum of $33,000.00, in addition to the $10,000 appropriated in Article 8 of the Annual Town Meeting of April 25, 2009 (for a total of $43,000) to pay for a solution to the water quality problems at 7 Cushman Road.

Seconded.
Rich explained the situation with DEP and the water quality issues around the landfill. He described that a road had to be built to access the property where the well will be drilled. The article also included money to grind and clean up stumps buried in the area as suggested by DEP. Questions were answered.
Motion carries 83 in favor, 3 opposed.

The School Committee presented the latest in the plan to regionalize (which is that there isn’t a plan to regionalize at this time… But future budget issues at the state level may cause the regionalization issue to be readdressed).
The Affordable Housing Committee made a presentation about their efforts to provide affordable housing in Leverett.
