Duties include administrative and technical work related to Massachusetts Wetlands Protection Act permitting and compliance. Facilitates the submission of wetland permit applications, conducts/coordinates construction site inspections, schedules, runs and takes notes at public meetings, communicates with and responds to inquiries from the general public, and advises the Conservation Commission on wetlands and natural resources-related issues, especially in regard to administering the wetlands and rivers protection acts.
